 Perfect Score awards are given for Theory 

 Depending on the student level, one or more students will receive a “Superior Plus” and 
be eligible to perform in the State Auditions at the ASMTA Conference, usually around the 
first Saturday in June.  Location changes annually.  There is no Theory or Keyboard 
Theory Component in the State Auditions.  These students receive Certificates. 

 Winners of Levels A through 6 in the State Auditions perform at the Honors Recital at the 
ASMTA Conference.  Winners of levels 7 through 10 perform in a Master Class for a 
Guest Artist Pianist at the Conference.  These students receive Trophies.

KEYBOARD THEORY

All participating students must take a Keyboard Theory test.  The day of the Festival, students 
meet individually with a teacher who is not their own private teacher.  According to each student’s 
level, the teacher plays intervals, scales, chords, etc., for the student to identify by ear without 
looking at the keyboard.  According to each student’s level, the student also plays pentascales, 
scales, chords, arpeggios, etc. on the piano.  The teacher then gives the student a sight reading 
excerpt.

We 
invite students from both within the Community School of Music (CSM) and those who study 
outside the CSM to register and perform for our judges.    

DESCRIPTION/RULES Students will earn points toward a festival trophy, and also compete to win their division.  We 
encourage students to come to UCA, play our beautiful Steinways, and receive excellent 
encouragement and feedback from a judge.  If the student feels more comfortable playing with the 
score on the music rack, he or she can do that.  However, the judges will be impressed by 
memorization! Be sure to bring a copy of the music for the judge to follow along. 
 
This is an excellent opportunity for students to gain performance experience, receive critique from 
an expert judge, and to share their music with others.  The UCA Department of Music wishes to 
encourage young musicians and the study of piano in the Conway area by providing opportunities 
like this.

Two movements of a piece will count as two repertoire.  For example, if a student plays two 
movements of a sonata, or two movements of a Bach suite, those would fulfill their repertoire 
requirement.  If a student would like to play two movements of a piece and also another piece by 
another composer, that is also allowed within the time limit available.  Grades K-6th time limit is 
about 10 minutes.  Grades 9-12 time limit is about 20 minutes. 
 
Divisions are by grade:  K-2, 3-6, 7-9, and 10-12.

DESCRIPTION/RULES Students play any number of pieces for a judge, up to 20. Many teachers have students do a 10-
piece program.   
 
A “piece” can be one movement of a larger work, or a prescribed (by level) set of scales, 
cadences, arpeggios, ear training, transposition, improvisation, or sight reading can constitute a 
“piece.”  These scales, etc., are called Musicianship Phases.  Students can perform up to 3 
Musicianship Phases per program.

Students can include 1 duets or 1 chamber work in a program.  Concertos are allowed; A 
cadenza of a concerto also constitutes a “piece.”  Students can perform a program from memory, 
or they can register as a “Hobbyist” and perform using their music.

For every piece played, a student must also perform the scale, chords, and for higher levels, 
arpeggios in the same key, as prescribed for their level.  This is called “Irreducible Minimum 
Musicianship Test,” or IMMT.   
 
Students may also opt to substitute a prescribed (by level) set of scales, cadences, arpeggios, 
ear training, transposition, improvisation, or sight reading for a “piece” within their program (e.g. a 
10-piece program might include 7 pieces plus scales, arpeggios, and ear training).  These are 
called “Musicianship Phases.”

Not strict, but suggestions are given.   
 
Memorized programs in the higher levels must include works from four different stylistic periods.   
 
Once teachers join, they will be sent a Guild Syllabus, which lists the suggested levels for pieces, 
and also the “Irreducible Minimum Musicianship Test,” or IMMT, and Musicianship Phases.
